“The Cultural Construction Of Places”  
Location: Fordham University Campus at Lincoln 
Center, New York City, USA 
Overview: The Summer School is open to students 
from Italian universities and from Fordham University. 
It is a noncredit short program aiming at introducing 
students into the core concepts of cultural heritage 
and into some of the methods and skills required for 
heritage interpretation, conservation and curation. It 
includes classwork activities and visits to museums and 
other relevant heritage places and institutions in New 
York. Classwork includes lectures (28 hours) and 
students’ presentations (12 hours) based on a reading 
list made available for a selection of topics. An 
Attendance Certificate stating the student’s name 
and the course attended will be issued provided that 
the student has attended at least 75% of classes.

Overview: Students are requested to apply for a 
choice of courses offered at Fordham University in the 
Fall Semester.

A 
report/official transcript of their academic 
achievement is provided for participants from 
Fordham University and sent to her/his home 
institution for credit recognition.
