DOING LANGUAGE AND LINGUISTICS COURSES IN OUR DEGREE COURSES:

FOR ERASMUS/OVERSEAS STUDENTS AND STUDENTS ENROLLED IN OTHER DEGREE COURSES (undergraduate or graduate)
	NB
The courses in undergraduate Language and linguistics courses and the graduate level courses in Linguistics, Translation, Mediation, Special languages, etc., are all worth 9 credits and have both a metalinguistic part and a language practice component. These 2 parts of the full course CANNOT be divided, i.e. doing BOTH components of the course for 9 credits is OBLIGATORY for all incoming students, and for outgoing students who wish to have their course officially accredited by the university on their return to Bologna. 


CASE 1: WHAT DO I DO IF I’M AN ERASMUS /OVERSEAS STUDENT?
If you’re an Outgoing Student:
Firstly, congratulations!

Precisely because of the dual nature of the Language and Linguistics courses in our degree courses, you need to pay special attention to the process of getting the exams done abroad approved. This means that you need to clear things up before you do your learning agreement. Please ask the person who is in charge of your exchange programme. 
In any case, there are certain policies you need to be aware of:  
· as a general rule, at undergraduate level, the linguistics part will be substituted by a linguistic course in and about whatever the language is, or, if this proves impossible, by another suitable course. 
· At graduate level, you must choose a course to do abroad as close as possible in topic to the one you want to replace in your programme of studies. For instance: a translation course taken abroad cannot be accepted as a special languages course in your programme.

· At both undergraduate and graduate levels, in order to have the language practice part of the course recognized, the level of the language course you do abroad must be explicitly stated (in the title and/or programme of the course abroad) as being at the required level of proficiency in the abilities taught/tested in the course here in Bologna, according to the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages standards (see information at http://www.cla.unibo.it/corsi/almaenglish/destinatari-e-obiettivi). Only if it is not explicit, a letter from the course teacher saying it is at that level will be needed. The online programmes of our Bologna courses (Guideweb) give information on levels.
· Again, to have the full course officially approved here in Bologna, you need to do BOTH the language AND the linguistics parts abroad. The general policy is to require you to do both parts of the course abroad; only exceptionally, e.g. if unforeseen problems arise during the exchange, will the result in only one of the two parts be accepted and counted into your global average mark once the full exam has been completed in Bologna. Requests of this nature will be evaluated case by case together with the unibo professor. The acceptance and approval of one part of the full exam done abroad means that the course is registered here in Bologna. In other words, it will not be counted as an exam done abroad. 

If you’re an Incoming Student:
Firstly, welcome!

You will surely have already finalized your Learning Agreement before coming to Bologna, and so know the courses you’ll be taking.

However, our general policy is that:
· At undergraduate level, you will follow the linguistics part that is most relevant for your own curriculum of studies (but see below for other special indications regarding English in the undergraduate degree courses ***).
· And you will do the language practice classes that are most suitable to your level of proficiency. 

· At graduate level, you may freely choose courses from those that are offered, but must do the language part as well. Make sure you read the online programme of the course before deciding, also in order to be fully aware of what you’re expected to do. For further information, do contact the course professor. 
· One of the things you are expected to do – at any level – is not to make arrangements to leave Bologna before exams take place. Check with your course professors as to when these will be finished.
***ENGLISH Language and linguistics: incoming students into our undergraduate courses
· The contents of the linguistics part of the courses over the three years of English studies in the undergraduate degree course are significantly interconnected. As a result, if you are an incoming student, you should immediately contact the course Professor on arrival, and certainly before the beginning of your studies. 
As a general rule, however:

· you will follow the first year linguistics part, as it will be more comprehensible to you, together with 

· the most suitable language practice classes for your level of proficiency. The online programmes provide information on levels but please contact your course professor for any doubts.
· Then, the course which is recorded will be the one corresponding to the year of the language part you do. For example: language 3 + linguistics 1 = Language and linguistics 3.
CASE 2: WHAT DO I DO IF I’M A STUDENT ENROLLED IN A DEGREE COURSE (undergraduate or graduate) IN ANOTHER UNIBO SCHOOL/DEPARTMENT?

The two-fold organization of our courses at all levels – as well as the numbers of students in our own degree courses – makes it necessary for students from other degree courses who want to do a language course in our Department to contact the course Professor before putting the exam in their degree programme.
Our general policy is that:

· Firstly, you will need to do the WHOLE course: made up of lectures in linguistics and language practice classes, and for 9 credits. We cannot split the components or the credits.

· In general, the student at the undergraduate level will be put into a course on the basis of his/her language competence and will do the linguistics part of the course of that same year. 

· As a rule, English will ask you to do first year linguistics, together with the most suitable language practice classes for your level of proficiency. 
· Then, the course which is recorded will be the one corresponding to the year of the language part you do. For example: language 3 + linguistics 1 = Language and linguistics 3.
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
