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Call for scholarships for internship abroad 
reserved to GIOCA students of the II year
APPLICATION DEADLINE: February 6, 2017, at 1pm
(summary in English)
IMPORTANT: the Italian language version of this act is prevailing with regard 

to the exact interpretation of the rules contained within.
The Master’s degree in GIOCA awards scholarships reserved to students regularly enrolled at the II year of the Program for internships in artistic and cultural organizations abroad.
· Scholarships are provided to cover the expenses for those students doing an internship abroad, according to the projects presented by the students and their relevance for the preparation of the final dissertation.  

· The amount of each single scholarship will have a range between 300,00 and 2.000,00 Euros (net of university taxes) according to quality of the project, the destination and the length of the stay (which cannot be more than six months). It is possible that the Selection Committee may decrease in part the minimum amount of 300,00 Euros provided that it considers adequate the scholarship.
· The payment of the scholarship will be done in one installment and it will be delivered according to the regulations and the administrative schedule of the accounts department of UNIBO.
· This scholarship is incompatible with other grants provided by the University of Bologna during the same period and having the same purposes, thus it is compatible with the Er-Go grants.
· The selection process will be implemented by a Committee appointed by the School of Economics, Management and Statistics. The Selection Committee will evaluate the internship project presented, its quality and relevance with the program and will assess the final order of merit after the interviews with the candidates.
· Candidates will be asked to describe to the Selection Committee the internship project they want to complete abroad and the relevance for their final dissertation. For the interview, candidates must show up on February 9, 2017 at 2 pm, room 4 at the School of Economics, piazza Scaravilli 2, or, as an alternative, they can hold the interview through videoconference (Skype). For the videoconference option, please indicate it clearly on the form.
· During the selection, the Committee will evaluate the internship project related to the final thesis. At the end of the selection process, after the interviews, the Selection Committee will issue a final order of merit. In case of the same rank, the younger candidate will receive the scholarship.
· APPLICATION: To apply for this scholarship, students must provide the following documents (possibly in PDF):

1. Fill in and sign in original the Application Form (see attached file) or download it from http://corsi.unibo.it/gioca/Pages/scholarships-for-internships-abroad.aspx;
2. CV
3. Detailed training project related to the internship including information on: destination (hosting organization and location); length of the stay; description of the training and thesis project (max. 1 page); 
4. The written approval of the internship project by the School Internship office (or the “Acceptance letter” by the hosting organization);
5. Copy of the ID document or passport.

· The applications should be sent by February 6, 2017, at 1pm via email to cdl.gioca@unibo.it.
Application received after the deadline will not be considered.

Pursuant to art. 13 to Legislative Decree 196/2003, the GIOCA informs that will process personal data solely to allow participation in the call and in compliance with the legislation on protection of personal data.
· Within 7 days after the notification of the ranking, the winners of the scholarship must send via email to cdl.gioca@unibo.it and ems.bo.serviziotirocini@unibo.it a statement that he/she accept the scholarship. In case a student renounces the scholarship, the Selection Committee will decide whether to give the scholarship to the other students in the ranking.
· The successful applicant must begin the internship abroad within 6 months after the announcement of the ranking list. If the student does not carry out the internship within the period indicated, the scholarship must be returned.
· It is mandatory, before activating the internship, to have started the procedure for the internship agreement and the training project with the hosting organization to be requested through the Internship Office of the School (see the procedure to follow on the website: http://corsi.unibo.it/gioca/Pages/internship.aspx).
· At the end of the internship period, the student must provide to the Internship Office of the School the evaluation form and the daily diary previously given by the office. The internship period must correspond to the period indicated in the training project of the Internship Office signed by both parties. If the period abroad is shorter than the one indicated in the application, the student will have to explain to the Committee the reasons why the initial project has changed and to provide the certification required and the travel expenses evidences.
