Following your graduation from your university, to apply for the German title Master of Arts in Soziologie, you must:
1. Send all documents relating to the examinations taken and the respective grades to

Please send the following filled out documents:
· Copy of your Master’s degree from the University of Bologna
· Your signed Learning Agreement for your Erasmus stay in Bielefeld
· The filled-in Application for Certificate
· The completely filled-in Application for Recognition Form
· The filled-in Recognition Table (also, our suggestion for the module needs to be filled out by the students, and the marks of the courses and the average mark of their MA degree in Bologna. 
· Please name the Italian and the corresponding German marks.
2. Please, you have to send an email about the above-mentioned documents to all the following addresses below listed:

2.  The course will recognize your career, and every grade obtained in Bielefeld will be converted into an Italian grade, including the graduation grade 
3. You will be asked to pay a graduation fee, to choose Prof. Piergiorgio Degli Esposti, Double Degree Director, as your supervisor, and a subject.
